The old adage “practice makes perfect” can really hold true for children and their education. 
The more practice a child has with concepts being taught in school, the more success they 
are likely to find. For many parents, knowing how to support their child’s learning can be 
frustrating. This book is designed to eliminate the guesswork for parents using it at home 
while also being a valuable resource for educators using it in the classroom.

Here’s how: As early elementary students encounter the concept of time, they need a certain 
set of skills in order to be able to read, write, and calculate time. This book reviews both the 
basic math skills needed to find the answers and the process skills students need to understand 
what is being asked and what needs to be done to arrive at the correct answer.
